German Football Federation (DFB)
The DFB is one of Infront’s long-standing clients, based on a 
relationship that goes back 25 years. Infront’s role includes 
the advertising and marketing rights of the DFB National 
team, as well as the DFB Pokal, the DFB Nutrition Pool and 
the DFB Additional Events (Women, U19, U20, and U21).

European National Football Associations and Clubs
Infront manages the broadcast and stadium advertising 
rights for all home quali­ cation matches of several 
European national football teams. It also handles the 
distribution of live broadcast rights and stadium advertising 
for a selection of European football clubs, including Sparta 
Prag, Werder Bremen, FC Schalke 04 and S.S. Lazio. 
Through Infront Italy, the group is also mobile rights holder 
of leading Italian football Serie A, B and C clubs.

European Handball Championships
Infront is the exclusive commercial partner of the European 
Handball Federation, handling the media and marketing 
rights of the European Handball Championships.

FIM SBK Superbike World Championships
FIM SBK Superbike World Championship promoter 
FGSPORT has recently joined forces with the Infront Group. 
With 15 races in 13 countries, covering four continents 
and visiting the most prestigious circuits in the world, the 

FIM Superbike World Championship is now a core part of 
Infront’s portfolio. The series is highly popular with fans, 
manufacturers, broadcasters and commercial partners.

Through its subsidiary Infront Italy, Infront’s relationship 
with the Confédération Européenne de Volleyball (CEV) 
dates back to 1993. It is responsible for marketing the 
worldwide media rights for the bi-annual CEV European 
Championships; these include all forms of electronic media 
rights.

FIFA World Cup & other FIFA events
In recognition of its outstanding distribution and 
production of the 2006 FIFA World Cup in Germany™, the 
Infront Group has been appointed to handle the broadcast 
rights to the 2010 & 2014 FIFA World Cups™ and all other 
FIFA Events 2007 – 2014 in Asia.  This is being carried out 
through FMS, a joint-venture with Japanese advertising 
agency Dentsu.

FIFA Films is managed by Infront Archive Management in 
Zug, which handles distribution of FIFA archive footage, 
including ­ lm and television coverage of previous FIFA 
World Cups™ and the other FIFA Events. 
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
